Lewis and Clark and the Corps of Discovery
Research-Based Narrative and Hybrid Writing Assessment

Write a journal entry from the perspective of one of the members of the Corps of Discovery. Your entry should be in the 1st person, writing as if you are actually experiencing the journey yourself.  You may NOT be Meriwether Lewis or William Clark. You must write from the perspective of any of the real crewmen.
Be sure to include the following information:

Heading  (5 pts.):  At the top of the page, include the title “Corps of Discovery Journal Entry” 
along with a date (some time between May 14,1804 and September 23,1806). 
1st Paragraph  (20 pts.):  Include your name, age, and duties as a member of the 
Corps of Discovery. Include your opinion/description of both 
Captain Lewis & Captain Clark

2nd Paragraph (25 pts.):  Include a description of your travels— your current location, an 




account of the events of the day you are writing about:                 

                                         events, scenery, wildlife, hardships, thoughts, fears…
(REMEMBER: The events you write about should match up with the 
date you chose at the top of the entry!!!)
3rd Paragraph (25 pts.)  Include a description of at least one encounter with Indians 


        whom you met during your travels. This can be currently happening or a 
flashback

           reminiscence. Be specific about tribe name, place, etc.
Conclusion (5 pts.): Write two or three sentences about what you specifically expect 


or hope to see in the next few days/weeks of your travels.

Hand-Drawn sketches (10 pts.)  Draw sketches by hand of things that you saw during your journey, such as plant & animal species.  Effort and accuracy will be rewarded. Do your research to discover authentic species to use.
Works Cited (10 pts.):  Proper credit must be given to all ideas that are included in your journal. Use in-text citations within the journal (     ) to demonstrate that the resources you used are authentic. Utilize your video worksheets, your notes, reliable web sites, and database research for ideas and information. Create a Works Cited page for all resources you used to help you write or draw.
**Assignments should be TYPED (double spaced, 12 pt. font) and are expected to be in FINAL DRAFT format.  Journal entries should be a minimum of approximately 400 words.
